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Investigation on the Willingness to Compensate for the Withdrawal of

Farmer’s Homestead and Policy Recommendations

Abstract: Taking the historical investigation and legal interpretation of the rural homestead exit system as the
starting point, this paper analyzes the dilemma faced by the rural homestead exit system. Through a “100-village
survey” of farmers’ willingness to withdraw from the homestead, it is concluded that whether compensation is rea—
sonable and fair is the key to affecting farmers’ withdrawal from the homestead. In monetary compensation, the
compensation should be “at a price higher than that of commercial housing”, while in physical compensation, re-
placement of housing area with a high proportion is the psychological expectation of most farmers. According to the
survey conclusion, the government should focus on formulating laws and regulations on homestead withdrawal and
compensation, formulating reasonable compensation standards, establishing the motivation mechanism and security
system for homestead withdrawal in the process of encouraging and guiding farmers to withdraw from homestead.
